     Summary Inflation Report Consumer Price Index in Caraga (2012=100): 

July 2020 

 
Consumer Price Index (CPI) for all items in Caraga consistently went up by 

2.8 percent in July 2020 compared with CPI in July of the previous year. The 

increment in price from 119.3 to 122.6 was attributed by the price increase of all 

commodity groups in the region. However, CPI (all items) in July 2020 compared 

with July 2019 CPI dropped to 122.6 from 122.9. The decrement in price was 

attributed merely by the decrease in price of Food and Non-Alcoholic Beverages 

commodity groups; and Alcoholic Beverages and Tobacco commodity groups.

Based on the table above, inflation rate for all items in July 2020 slightly 

decreased from 2.9 percent in June 2020 to 2.8 percent in July 2020. Among the 

commodity groups that exhibited decrease in inflation were the following:

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The July 2020 Inflation rate for all items increased to 2.8 percent from 1.7 

percent in July 2019. The commodity groups that posted an increase in inflation in 

July 2020 compared with the same month of previous year were: Alcoholic 

Beverages and Tobacco (from 10.2 to 16.7 percent); Restaurants and 

Miscellaneous Goods and Services (from 2.8 to 7.3 percent); Transport (from -0.5 

to 5.6 percent); Furnishing, Household Equipment and Routine Maintenance of the 

House (from 4.6 to 4.7 percent); Housing, Water, Electricity, Gas, and Other Fuels 

(from 3.5 to 4.5 percent); Health (from 3.0 to 3.3 percent); and Clothing and 

Footwear from (from 0.3 to 1.8 percent).  

Among the commodity groups that recorded a decreasing inflation in July 

2020 were Education (from 7.2 to 4.9 percent); Recreation and Culture (from 3.4 

to 2.1 percent); Communication (from 1.0 to 0.6 percent) and Food and Non-

Alcoholic Beverages (from 0.5 t0 0.3 percent).

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TECHNICAL NOTES 

 

The Philippine Statistics Authority generates and announces the monthly 

Consumer Price   Index (CPI) based on the nationwide survey of prices for a given 

basket of goods and services. Two important indicators, the inflation rate and 

purchasing power of the peso (PPP), are derived from the CPI which are important 

in monitoring price stability and the value of the country’s currency 

 

The Consumer Price Index (CPI) is an indicator of 

the change in the average retail prices of a fixed basket of 

goods and services commonly purchased by households 

relative to a base year. It shows how much on the 

average, prices of goods and services have increased or 

decreased from a particular reference period known as base 

year. 

 

The CPI is mostly used in the calculation of the rate and purchasing power of 

the peso. It is a major statistical series used for economic analysis and as 

monitoring indicator of government economic policy. 

 

 The CPI is also used to adjust other economic series for price changes.  

Another major importance of the CPI is its use as basis to adjust wages in labor 

management contracts as well as pensions and retirement benefits. 

 

 Inflation rate refers to the rate of 

change in the average prices of goods and 

services typically purchased by consumers. 

It is interpreted in terms of declining 

purchasing power of money. 

 

 The Purchasing Power of 

the Peso (PPP) indicates the value 

of the peso in the period under 

review as compared to the   value of 

the peso in the base period. It is 

computed as the reciprocal of the 

CPI for the period under review 

multiplied by 100. 
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
